(e) “State Council” means the Tamil Nadu Allied and Healthcare Council;
(f)  “Government” means the State Government;

(9) “section” means section of the Act;

(h) “experience” means experience in the relevant field;

(2). Words and expressions used in these rules and not defined herein but defined in the Act shall have the
respective meanings assigned to them in the Act.

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4. Qualifications and Experience for nomination as member from Charitable institutions of State Council.— No
person shall be nominated as member of the State Council under clause (f) of sub-section (3) of section 22, unless the
charitable institution, which he represents, has been in operation for a period of not less than fifteen years.:

Provided that the person to be nominated as a member must have served in the capacity of President, Vice-President
or Secretary of such charitable institution for a period of not less than seven years.:

Provided further that such person shall possess any of the qualifications and experience specified in the Table under
rule 3 in any one of the recognized category.

5. Travelling and other allowances of members of State Council.- (1) (a) The members nominated to
the State Council under clauses (e) and (f) of sub-section (3) of section 22 of the Act, shall be entitled to, to and
fro Il AC train fare from his usual place of residence to attend the meetings of the Council or in connection with
any of the duties which the Council may, from time to time, assign to them. If a member starts from or returns
to a station which is not his usual place of residence, the travelling allowance shall be paid for such journey at
the rate specified as above but shall not exceed the amount admissible for a journey from or to his usual place
of residence.

(b) If a nominated members of the State Council referred to clause (a), travels by road, the amount
claimed towards travelling allowance shall not exceed the amount admissible for a journey, if
performed by train.

(2) All the Members of the State Council including nominated members shall be entitled to Rs.400/ per
day as daily allowance for official tours and journeys.

6. Salary, allowance and other conditions of service of Secretary, officers and employees of
State Council.-

(1) The salary payable to the Secretary shall be equivalent to the salary of Additional Director (in the
Office of the Director of Medical and Rural Health Services) in Level 29 in the pay matrix Rs.1,23,400-
2,16,300/-.

(2) The Secretary shall possess,-

(a) a post-graduate degree in any discipline from a recognized University preferably in medical
or allied and healthcare education or healthcare policy or health administration or public
health;

(b) administrative experience for a period of not less than ten years in the Government or any
statutory body.

(3) The Secretary shall hold office for a period of four years from the date of assuming office or till he
attains the age of seventy years, whichever is earlier.

(4) (a) The Secretary shall file return of assets and liabilities in the manner as prescribed by the
Government for employees of equivalent cadre in the Government.

(b) The Secretary shall also declare his professional and commercial engagement or involvement
on his first appointment and at the time of demitting his office in Form VII.

(5) (a) The Officers and the employees of the Council shall retire from service on superannuation on
the afternoon of the last day of the month in which they attain the age of sixty years.

(b) The Officers of the Council shall discharge such duties as may be assigned to them by the
Secretary, Chairperson or Council from time to time under the overall supervision of the
Secretary.

(6) The Chairperson of the Council shall be the certifying officer for travelling and other allowances of
the Secretary.

(7) Leave and other entitlements of the Secretary and other officers of the Council shall be as per the
Government rules or guidelines applicable to the State Government employees.
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(8)The Chairperson shall be the authority competent to grant leave to the Secretary. The Secretary
shall be the authority competent to grant leave to all the other employees of the Council.

7. Duties of Secretary of State Council. -

(1) The Secretary shall exercise in respect of the office of the State Council, such powers as are
exercised by a “Head of Office” under the Government and perform such duties assigned in the
Act and in these rules.

(2) The Secretary shall also be responsible for the safety of the property of the State Council and
the control and management of the office of the State Council, accounts and correspondence
and shall see that the staff attend punctually and generally discharge all such duties as may be
required of them by the Council.

(3) The Secretary shall attend and take notes of the proceedings of meetings of the Council, any
sub-committee thereof, Advisory Council, Autonomous Boards or Professional Advisory Boards
and other committees as may be appointed by the Council or any of its bodies.

(4) The Secretary shall, not less than 90 days before the expiration of his term inform the
Chairperson, about the vacancy to occur in the post of Secretary and the Chairperson shall
forthwith report it to the Council, to take necessary steps to fill up the vacancy so that the
new Secretary shall take charge immediately after the retirement / demitting of the existing
incumbent.

(5) The Secretary shall be the certifying officer for traveling and other allowances to members,
Inspecting Officers and other employees of the Council.

8. Conduct of business of State Council. - (1) The Chairperson shall chair all the meetings of the Council.
(2) The Chairperson shall decide and intimate the venue and time of the meeting.

(83) The Secretary shall issue notice and agenda of the meeting in writing to all the members of
the Council.

(4) (a) The quorum of an ordinary meeting shall be one half of the total number of the members
of the Council including the Chairperson. If at any time appointed for a meeting or during the
course of any meeting, the quorum is not present, the meeting shall be adjourned, and if the
quorum is not present, on the expiration of thirty minutes from such adjournment, the meeting
shall stand adjourned to such future date and time as the Chairperson may decide.

(b) Quorum for a special meeting shall be one-third of the total members of the Council, including the
Chairperson.

(5) (a) Every matter raised by a member shall be determined on a motion moved by the member duly
seconded and put to the Council by the Chairperson.

(b) When a motion has been moved and seconded and put to the Council by the Chairperson, it
may be discussed as a question to be resolved either in the affirmative or in the negative or any
member may move an amendment to the motion:

Provided that the Chairperson shall not allow an amendment to be moved which, if it had been a substantive
motion, would have been inadmissible considering it beyond the scope of functions of the Council.

(c) Any motion or amendment standing in the name of a member who is absent from the meeting
may be brought forward by another member with the permission of the Chairperson.

(d)  When an amendment to any motion is moved and seconded or when two or more such amendments
are moved and seconded, the Chairperson shall decide whose motion shall be moved and the other
motion or motions shall thereupon be decided to be withdrawn.

(6) (a) Anamendment shall be relevant to, and within the scope of, the motion to which it is proposed.
(b)  An amendment, that negates the original motion may not be moved.

(c)  The Chairperson may refuse to put to the Council an amendment which in his opinion is not relevant
to the motion.
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(d) A motion may be amended by omission, insertion or addition of words, or substitution of words for
any of the original words.

(7) (a) When a motion or amendment is under debate, no proposal with reference thereto shall be made
other than -

(i) an amendment of the motion or of the motion, as the case may be;

(ii) amotion for adjournment of the debate on the motion or amendment either to a specified date
and hour or sine die;

(iii) a motion for the closure;

(iv) a motion that the Council instead of proceeding to deal with the motion do pass to the next item
on the programme of the business:

Provided that no motion of the nature shall be moved or seconded by a member who has already spoken
to the question then before the meeting:

Provided further that a motion referred for closure or passage to the next item shall be moved without any
speech.

(b) It shall be at the discretion of the Chairperson to accept or refuse a proposal for the adjournment of
the debate on the motion or amendment.

(c) Upon accepting the closure motion, the Chairperson shall put the substantive motion or amendment
to vote after allowing the mover the right to reply.

(8) A motion or an amendment which has been moved and seconded shall not be withdrawn save with the
leave of the Council which shall not be deemed to be granted, if any member dissents from granting of leave.

(9) When a motion has been moved and seconded, members other than the mover and the seconder may
speak on the motion in such order as the Chairperson may direct:

Provided that the seconder of a motion or of an amendment may, with the permission of the Chairperson,
confine himself to seconding the motion or amendment as the case may be, and speak thereon at any
subsequent stage of the debate.

(10) The mover of the motion and if permitted by the Chairperson, the mover of any amendment, shall be
entitled to a right of final reply and no other member shall speak more than once on any debate except with the
permission of the Chairperson, for the purpose of making a personal explanation or of putting a question to the
member then addressing the Council:

Provided that a member may at any stage of the debate may raise a point of order substantially
incorporating therein a point of law, or a statutory procedure, but shall not be allowed to make any speech:

Provided further that a member who has spoken on a motion may speak again on an amendment
which is subsequently moved to the motion.

(11) When any motion involving several points has been discussed, it shall be in the discretion of the
Chairperson to divide the motion and put each or any point separately to vote as he may think fit

(12) (a) An amendment to a motion shall be put to vote.

(b) If there are more amendments than one to a motion, the Chairperson shall decide the
order in which they shall be taken up.

(c) Voting shall ordinarily be by way of hand raising, but it may be by ballots in case a demand
to that effect is made by not less than three members.

(d) The result of the votes shall be announced by the Chairperson.
(e) In the event of equality of votes, the Chairperson shall have a second or casting vote.

(13) The Chairperson may if he deems necessary at any time, adjourn any meeting to any future date
or to any hour of the same day stating the reasons thereof.

(14) Wherever a meeting is adjourned to a future date, the Secretary shall send notice of the adjourned
meeting to all the members.
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(15) When a meeting has been adjourned to a future date and the Chairperson changes it to any other
date for compelling reasons, the Secretary shall communication the said change to each member.

(16) At a meeting adjourned to a future date any motion standing over from the previous day shall,
unless the Chairperson otherwise directs, takes precedence over other matters on the agenda.

(17) Either at the beginning of the meeting or after conclusion of the debate on a motion during
the meeting, the Chairperson may suggest a change in the order of business on the agenda and if the
Chairperson agrees such a change shall take place.

(18) No matter which had not been on the agenda of the original meeting shall be discussed at an
adjourned meeting.

(19) The quorum shall be necessary for an adjourned meeting as for the ordinary meeting.

(20) (a) The Chairperson shall decide all the points of order or disputes which may arise in any
meeting.

(b) If any question arises with reference to procedure in respect of a matter for which these
rules have no provision, the Chairperson shall decide the same.

(c) Inthe meetings of the Council, no person other than the members, officers and employees
of the Council, or a person eligible as per sub-section (2) of section10 shall be present
except with the prior permission or special invitation of the Chairperson.

9. Fees.-The fee specified in column (3) of the Table below for the purpose specified in the corresponding
entry in column (2) thereof, shall be payable online or by way of a demand draft drawn on a nationalized
bank in favour of the “The Tamil Nadu Allied and Healthcare Council”.

10. Manner of application of State Council fund. - (1) The State Council shall maintain its accounts
and prepare annual financial statements in accordance with the instructions and accounting principles as may
be issued by the Comptroller and Auditor-General of India from time to time.

(2) It shall be competent for the State Council to incur expenditure from the State Council fund for the
following purposes, namely; -

(a) Travelling Allowance and other allowances of the Chairperson and other Members;
(b) Salaries, Travelling Allowance and other allowances of the Secretary, Officers and employees;
(c) Remuneration of the assessors; and

(d) Such other expenses of the State Council, as are necessary to discharge its functions under the Act.
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11. Annual statement of accounts.- (1) At the end of a period of twelve months ending with the
31st March of every year, the State Council shall prepare the following annual financial statements, along with
necessary schedules and notes on accounts, in accordance with the instructions for compilation of financial
statements prescribed by the Special Director of Local Fund Audit:-

(a) Balance Sheet
(b) Income and Expenditure account
(c) Receipt and Payment account.

(2) The annual financial statements shall be approved and adopted by the State Council and, for the
purposes of authentication, be signed by the Chairperson and the Secretary.

(3) The approved annual financial statements of the State Council shall be forwarded by the State Council
to the Government in Special Director of Local Fund Audit within three months from the date of expiry of the
Financial year for the purposes of audit.

(4) The annual accounts of the State Council, as certified by the Special Director of Local Fund Audit, together with
the audit report thereon, after adoption by the State Council, shall be forwarded to the Government in Health and Family
Welfare Department for laying before the State Legislative Assembly.

12. Annual Report of State Council.- (1) The State Council shall prepare an Annual Report in Form — V1.

(2) The State Council shall submit Annual Report to the Government by the 30th September of every year
in a Portable Document Format (PDF) by electronic mode and forward two hard copies of the same by speed
post or registered post to the Joint Secretary to the Government, Health and Family Welfare department.

13. Eligibility for registration.- Any person who possesses the allied and healthcare qualification as
defined in the Act, shall be eligible for registration of his name under the Act.

14. Registration.- (1) Any person seeking registration under section 33 of the Act shall apply to the
Secretary in Form | furnishing full particulars of the information required therein together with the original
degree / diploma / certificate and a photostat copy along with the original challan for payment of fee
prescribed in rule 9.

(2) Every applicant for registration, shall in all cases, specify in the application, the names and address
of at least two persons willing and able to give evidence of good moral character of the applicant, along
with the character certificates.

(a) of whom, one shall be a Medical Practitioner and not a relative of the applicant, and who knows
the applicant personally for not less than three years; and

(b) another person in whose employment the applicant is on the date of application or who has employed
the applicant at any time within two years prior to such date or from a Gazetted officer in case of the
applicant is unemployed.

(3) The Secretary or a person authorized in this behalf, shall acknowledge the receipt of application
for registration in Form-II.

(4) The Secretary shall register the name of the applicant within a period of three months from the date
of receipt of the application, complete in all aspects. After entering the name in the State Register, the original
certificate(s) shall be returned to the applicant.

(5) Every applicant whose name has been entered in the State Register shall be entitled to receive a
Certificate of Registration from the Secretary in Form-lil.

(6) In the event of the certificate issued under sub-rule (5) being lost or destroyed, the holder may at any
time during which such certificate is in force, apply to the Secretary for a duplicate certificate and the Secretary
may, if he thinks fit, on satisfactory proof as to the identity of the applicant, grant such certificate on payment of
the fees prescribed in rule 9. Every Certificate issued under this sub-rule shall be marked “DUPLICATE” .

(7) The State Council may reject the grant of registration by recording the reason therefof and after
giving an opportunity of being heard to the applicant.

(8) Every registration shall be valid for a period of five years.

(9) Every person who has registered his name with the State Council, shall intimate to the Secretary about
change of his address within fifteen days therefrom.
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15. Renewal of registration.- (1) The holder of a Certificate of Registration issued under rule 14 shall
submit an application in Form-IV to the Secretary for renewal of his registration, not less than three months
before the expiry of the period of validity of the certificate of registration along with the fees prescribed in rule 9.

(2) The application so received, shall be examined and a certificate of renewal of Registration in Form-V
shall be issued to the applicant before expiry of the validity of the Certificate of Registration.

(3) If application for renewal of Certificate of Registration is not submitted before the due date, the
Secretary shall remove the name of the defaulter from the State Register under intimation to the Allied and
Healthcare Professional and to the authority where he is working.

16. Restoration of name in State Register.- The Secretary may, on receipt of an application in
Form-IV after expiry of the period specified in sub-rule (1) of rule 15, along with fee for renewal of registration
and for restoration of name in the State Register as specified in rule 9, restore the name of the applicant
in the State Register.
